Atsmmmon but slightly worn were the Bramble
Hairstreaks and a few Brown Elfins. Two Pale Sovaails and a few Mormon Metalmarks were
beginning their first flight. 1-2 Sara Orange Tigsd Common Ringlets were seen as both of these
early spring species were winding down. Othes lesmmon species seen were: Acmon Blue
(uncommon), Western Tiger Swallowtail, and Califarisister, Common Buckeye (a painting pair
seen ), Painted Ladies, and a few Gabb’s Checkisrgpocommon). Blooming in profusion were the
California Encelia and Deerweed. The deerweegairticular, was used for necturing by several
species along the ridgeline. NABA Members LarnaBhGary Merideth, Dick and Jan Sherman, and
Lee Shoemaker participated on this annual counegbby Georgie Shaw of the RMVLC.

Lee Shoemaker reported seeing a Monarch buttdyflygf through Lakewood on April 12, 2009.
Seven Monarch chrysalis reared from larva foundnotkweed bush in Mid March 2009 at Lee'’s
home in Lakewood, CA. Several hundred larval ¢f #tunning Nevada Tigermoth were seen
wandering across the access roads near the easté&do-Woods Cyn. Regional Park in Laguna
Niguel in mid to Late March.
